Justification
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The EU recognises that quality schemes can benefit the rural economy, particularly less favoured areas like mountain areas and
most remote regions. In particular, Geographical Indications (Gls) can contribute to deliver important socio-economic and
environmental public goods in line with European Union (EU) priorities and objectives. A horizontal programme using different
measures to support quality schemes for agricultural products and foodstuffs would be of paramount importance to address
simultaneously specific local needs and to boost Gls impact in term of rural development.
